How does a Reverse Osmosis pressurised water tank work? 

The W2W 4 Gallon Pressurised Water Tank is the perfect size 

for most households with a mains fed reverse osmosis filter 

system. 

Filtered water is collected in the tank and, as you use the 

water, the air pressure inside goes down and the valve re-

opens to allow more filtered water to enter. 

The automatic shut-off valve will prevent your tank from 

over-filling. 

If the tank will be more than a few feet from your RO system, 

you may need an additional pump to maintain water 

pressure. 

The 4-gallon RO water tank size represents the actual physical 

dimension of the tank and not the amount of water it holds, 

which is around 10 litres.
